All tickets offered in this catalogue are in at least “very good” condition unless otherwise 

stated in the legend (see below).  

LEGEND  A: indicates ticket is unissued and has originated from an Audit Office 

C: indicates ticket is creased F: indicates ticket is faded 

G: indicates ticket is grubby or soiled M: indicates ticket has been mounted

Firstly we need to revisit HEATON just north of Newcastle station as another LNER issue has 

turned up.  Some time ago we described our two coupon privilege from here to Birtley, Cullercoats, 

or Newburn. dated 28-02-1970 with a serial of 1434.  The issue just arrived, is a Child privilege for 

the same journey dated 03-04-1970  with a serial of 2798.  The serials are interesting as the adult 

at 1434 would probaly have been issued out at 1499, if not withdrawn before.  The ‘child’ printing 

would probably have continued to 2999, although withdrawn before being issued out.  This sug-

gests a strong demand for this journey by children of railway workers, which makes sense as the 

area was well covered by railway installations.  It is curious why both of these tickets were not is-

sued at the same time to collectors, perhaps it was a matter of issuing rules or a matter of cash.  

Another interesting point is that by this time two of the destinations had long closed, Birtley in 1955 

and Newburn in 1958.  Cullercoats was still open as a lively station in 1970.  Both Heaton and 

Cullercoats closed in 1980 to be converted as part of the Tyne and Wear Metro light rail system.  A 

new Heaton on a different site opened later. 

 

NEXT to HANDSWORTH the other issuing station on the GWR between Birmingham Snow Hill 

and Wolverhampton.  We start with 2 GWR type 2’s on light blue card with black text and name in 

red with serials of 000 and 733, both undated..  To the untrained eye the issues are are the same.  

Not so, as Handsworth is to the right of the later print.  I feel that our 000 is in fact a printers proof 

which has been sympathetically removed from a book.  In ink can be found 1557/33/61.  We hold 

a few issues from this ‘book’ which have been less sympathetically removed and still with the ink 

manuscript dating.  Next a GWR type 3 serial 3903 and undated.  Moving onto a R.E. issue, serial 

6693 and dated 16-04-1964, which means that there were no BTC issues.  Finally a 

HANDSWORTH & SMETHWICK BRB 3d (M) dated 24-06-66.  The station was destaffed in 1969.
