G: indicates ticket is grubby or soiled M: indicates ticket has been mounted

Today we will look at issues from BRYNMAWR which closed in April 1962.  As far as I know this 

was the only LMSR issue in a big area..  There must have been a reason for them to be issued.  

The Pre-Nat issues are all LM&SR and there was a pull-bar machine in use.  The earliest issue we 

hold is dated perhaps on 12-01-1937 and is series R.  Therefore there were quite a range of previ-

ous issues, perhaps dating back to LNWR days, but certainly none have come our way so far.  

Next is BRYMAWR (LMS), note the affix. poorly dated by the pull-bar July 1941.  It is back to plain 

BRYNMAWR now and this time the date is illegible.  The series on this one is not pre-printed but 

‘A’ has been written in pencil to the right where a pre-printed one would have been. 

We can take this ‘A’ seriously.  Onto BR days now and a Railway Executive issue with RE condi-

tions dated 20-04-1955 with a serial of 2384.  Next a slightly different type face still with an RE title 

but with BTC conditions dated 05-10-1955 and a serial of 2990.  The final issue held with yet an-

other slightly different typeface with a serial of 3417 and dated 12-05-1956  Was this the final issue 

here as I have not come across anything later?  Perhaps when the pull-bar finished then so did 

platform ticket issuing?  The three BR issues held were all dated at the booking office and are red 

diamond by the way.  These issues could have come from the pull-bar and been taken to the ticket 

office for dating.  It would be good to come across an earlier issue or two to assist research on this 

station. 

The other station we will look at today is ILMINSTER which was situated on the Chard - Taunton 

line and closed in 1962.  The BR (S) from here has always been elusive and even more scarce 

that the other two issuing stations, Hatch and Thornfalcon.  We have three issues 0081 which is 

the real thing and two photocopies serials 0081 and 0085.  0081 is dated 08-09-1954 (I think).  

Were a bundle of these pulled out from the supply and found their way into collections?  Was the 

stock returned to audit, which could well have happened.  Any more information welcomed.
