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THEME CATALOGUE

In this catalogue, tickets within each price band are sorted firstly into company (i.e., pre-
grouping and pre-nationalisation), then British Railways regional order (i.e., Northern,
Eastern, London Midland, Scottish, Southern and Western regions).

ORDERING GUIDELINES

Tickets from this catalogue will be processed on a ‘First Come, First Served’ automated basis.
To give you the best chance of securing the tickets you want, use the online facility (using your
email address and password), which many of you are now familiar with. Once an order has been
submitted online, the system will inform you which tickets are available instantly. You can submit
further orders from the same catalogue, which gives you the flexibility of ordering second choice
tickets. Orders will be processed within three working days. Payment processes can be via: Pay-
Pal; Credit/Debit Cards (WorldPay Pay by Link); bank transfer or cheque.

We will continue to process orders received via email/telephone/post as soon as possible.

All tickets offered in this catalogue are in at least “very good” condition unless otherwise
stated in the legend (see below).

Today we look at platform tickets from GREAT MALVERN a most attractive station to this day.
This station issued Edmondsons, Beams & AA’s. Starting with the Edmondsons the earliest held
is a undated GWR buff type 3 with a serial of 8960, which suggests earlier issues or a 10,000 print
run. Next is a BR Railway Exec.undated with a serial of 3585. The name is shown as GT.
MALVERN. Following is a BTC 2d dated 19-04-1960, serial 1802. Next is a BTC 3d dated 10-08-
1963 with a serial of 0607 and finally Edmondson wise an undated BRB 3d with a serial of 7582.
This issue, | am told was around until the mid 1970’s. We now move onto Beam issues which
judging from the issues that follow was the main platform ticket issuing method. We start with a
fairly early beam which is quite thick card and has a double red circle overprint. The title GREAT
WESTERN RAILWAY is upper case and large, almost the same size as the name GREAT
MALVERN. Perhaps this is an issue from the late 1920’s and by far the earliest issue held from
here. This is followed by a slightly later issue in the same format but with thinner card and with a
much bolder red overprint, early 1930’s perhaps? Next a later issue which is in the standard for-
mat, but still with a splendid overprint. There now follows four issues in the later style with the red
overprint now gone, the colours are reddish, mauve, brown and mustard. Wonder if there were
further colours making it up to the maximum of seven?, although this could have been excessive
for this station. B.R. issues now and a R.E.1d issue with a red diamond, serial 50764, followed by
a no diamond, serial 67350. The next issue still with a R.E. title has BTC conditions, serial 91374
and is dated 01-07-1956 in pencil. Following this is a BTC 1d serial 10878, then another BTC 1d,
serial 80960 which is different as the BTC title is in upper case and the station name is larger. We
move onto the final beam which is a BTC 2d, serial 13937 and with a helpful date in pencil of 01-
02-1959. AA ‘s follow and three are held, a no diamond BTC 2d with a low serial of 3464 dated 23-
05-1959, a BTC 3d with a serial of 8577 and finally a BRB 3d with a high serial of 21856.
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
