All tickets offered in this catalogue are in at least “very good” condition unless otherwise 

stated in the legend (see below).  

LEGEND  A: indicates ticket is unissued and has originated from an Audit Office 

C: indicates ticket is creased F: indicates ticket is faded 

G: indicates ticket is grubby or soiled M: indicates ticket has been mounted

Today we will look at the platform tickets issued at SWANSEA VICTORIA which was the terminus of the 
L.N.W.R station.and closed in 1964.  Looking at the Edmondson issues first we note that a pull-bar machine was in use 
here.  A white card with black gothic script for the name is the earliest held and is series U.  If is dated 16-01-1932 with 
conditions on the rear and certainly unlike any of the later issues held.  Next is a later blue coloured issue and is series  
S and the next series of T. The series would indicate that the series had almost gone full circle.  The next issue has the 
name Swansea Vic. and is series G in the standard off white colour of later issues. Series I, O, V & W follow.  The pull 
bar has attempted to date series I, however the date is illegible.  The name has also reverted to the full Victoria. Do not 
know exactly why the blue card colours are used, perhaps it was to make platform tickets distinctive, so as to discour-
age travel using platform tickets.  Onto B.R. now and three series are held with R.E. conditions, the first being Series. 
00,, series 1 and then series 2.  The first uses the full name whereas S.1. is ‘Vic, whilst Series 2 reverts to the full name. 
Series 3 has BTC conditions and the abbreviated name, whereas Series 4 is using the full name.  That is all that is held 
for edmondson issues, although there must be many more Pre-Nat. series and even LNWR  issues.  Onto AA issues 
which appeared when the pull- bar finished and we hold just 2, the first being a BTC2d with no diamond and a serial of 
06043, followed by a red diamond BTC 2d with a serial of 25117, so still a fair number being issued.  Now, was there a 
BTC3d issue, could well have been as many platform tickets were issued here, perhaps a BRB3d as well, although this 
is less plausible.  
Another issue which we will look at is from SWANSEA HIGH STREET from which an undated BTC 3d has come 
to light, the serial is 5379.  Perhaps this was just used when the AA machines were not working, was there a BTC 2d or 
BRB 3d issues?  If you know then let us know, bit of a mystery at this time. Still with High Street we have in effect a Free 
Issue with ‘Pass Bearer to Station’  which has extensive conditions on the rear for the holder which talks about the pass 
and its issuing conditions.  I feel that this pass was genuinely issued as it is dated 17-10-1959 and has a serial of 851.  
We are most pleased to see an actual dated issue. We know that similar issues from Cardiff General and Newport High 
Street were not issued, as they are in excellent condition and of course undated.  Honiton next time.
