All tickets offered in this catalogue are in at least “very good” condition unless otherwise 

stated in the legend (see below).  

LEGEND  A: indicates ticket is unissued and has originated from an Audit Office 

C: indicates ticket is creased F: indicates ticket is faded 

G: indicates ticket is grubby or soiled M: indicates ticket has been mounted

Today we start by looking at platform ticket issues from SIDMOUTH JUNCTION a closed and re-

opened station between Honiton and Exeter. This station with its junction for Exmouth and a 

through line round to Exmouth closed in 1967.  However all was not lost as the station re-opened 

as Feniton in 1971.  As an aside the only Edmondsons featuring Feniton were ‘reverse’ issues 

from Exeter Central.  In other words you joined a service at the unstaffed Feniton and when you 

arrived at Central ticketless, presumably at the barrier, then a day return from Feniton to Central  

would be sold to you and these issues had the NLC of Exeter Central.  I think that a similar facility 

was available featuring Whimple.  It should be noted that Central is the shopping centre station for 

Exeter and certainly not St. Davids, therefore most passengers alighted there at that time. Starting 

with issues a LSWR is around and the earliest from us is a Southern Railway red blob, undated 

with a high serial of 5886 and undated.  No type 2’s or 3’s with us, next is a Railway Executive with 

name at the bottom serial 1476 and dated 08-07-1951, which was right at the beginning of B.R. is-

sues of course.  Next is a further R.E. issue, with the name almost at the top with a serial of 4205 

with a date of 22-03-1955, along with BTC conditions.  In reality this is a BTC issue in the style of 

the time, but with a RE title.  Another BTC 1d is held with a serial of 7057 and dated 24-08-1957.  

This time there is a large gap between Sidmouth Junction and ‘platform ticket 1d’ just under 0.5cm  

quite unusual.  The next issue is a BTC 2d, serial 1928 and dated 02-09-1961.  Finally a  BTC 3d 

with a serial of 1511 and dated 11-09-1964.  And that is it for issues we know of, although there 

should be a BRB 3d around.  This was obviously a busy and lively station at one time and many 

platform tickets were issued and it did not even stay closed for long. 

Just enough space for THAME, first off is a GWR (of course) type 1, serial 6518, date not really 

legible as back damaged, then a type 3, blueish card with black text and red name, dated 02-11-

1941, serial 5214.  Next are 2 RE.issues, dated 22-02-1954, serial 3954 & 02-08-1957, serial 4171
